Volunteer service
includes AG summer camps, assisting coaches during school year, participating in Academic
Games outreach programs, etc.

e Member in good standing and demonstrate the Academic Games core values of Passion,
Integrity, Excellence, Teamwork and Fun.

e Applicants need to submit an essay of 250-300 words describing what AG means to him/her.

Seniors are welcomed to apply for MLAG and AGLOA scholarships concurrently.
